Residency Menu

1) Videography. Suitable for 4-12 grade. Students will be treated to learn about development of a story, creating story boards and the editing process to create a high quality video. Students will be provided with a digital video camera and work directly with the artist to create a narrative. Instructor: Manny Cervantes
2) Ceramics: Suitable for 1-4 grade. Students will learn how to use two techniques for creating pottery: coiling and slab design. In the first days of this residency, students will watch a demonstration of both techniques and then work on creating their own two artworks. After the drying process, the artist will return and demonstrate glazing. The finished pieces will be low fired and returned to the participants. Instructor: Zach Medler
3) Mural Art class: Suitable for 4-12 grade. Specific mural classes are available to communities in Benton, Cass, Clinton, Howard, Pulaski or Tippecanoe County. Students will work with the artist to develop ideas and images to incorporate into a design for a public mural. After the drawing and design are complete, the students will help to paint the mural onto a designated site in their respective community. A formal community unveiling will occur when the mural is completed. This is a great way to increase the importance the arts have in your community! Instructor: Zach Medler
4) Throw Down: Suitable for 9-12 grade. Do you have students that are interested in learning how to throw clay on a wheel? Our resident artist will demonstrate techniques and process for becoming proficient on throwing on a potter’s wheel. After students have learned the technique, they will enjoy the Raku firing process and picnic. Instructor: Zach Medler
5) Wearable Art: Suitable for grades 4-12. Learn about symbolism in artwork and its evolution into recognizable iconography. Students work with the artist to develop two personal symbols. Students will learn linocut and screen printing techniques to create their own t-shirt. Instructor: Zach Medler
